Follow up. What’s next for you? I have some ideas, but I believe the Lord will give 

you some ideas as well. I also believe from experience that God will use you 

where you are. I know there are people who need the hands and heart of Christ 

in their lives who are in your daily life. Maybe a neighbor, a co-worker, and fellow 

student or teacher. Maybe in your own family. I don’t think God’s plan was for 

everyone to do the same thing, or go to the same place.  

 The followers of Christ must follow Christ to where He is. Christ seems to 

always go where He is needed. To the Lost, the least, and the sick. To the rich 

and young who feel ‘self-sufficient’ and to the broken and hopeless who feel  

forgotten and alone. Jesus once said to the 12 followers, His first disciples, “As 

you have seen me do, you do likewise”! We are to take our cue from Jesus. We 

don’t have to get all “spiritual’ and wait around praying every day for God to 

show us what to do. We need only to see what Christ did and do likewise. I  

know there are plenty of opportunities for me do follow this example.
